There is no additional homework or 
study for ICAS because it doesn’t assess how well students remember specific details that they’ve been taught⎯it evaluates 
higher order thinking and problem-solving skills, rather than memory. The benefit of such an assessment in a small school 
environment is that it offers an opportunity to see where your child’s skills lie in comparison to a wider group of peers, 
thus providing data to teachers to assist in planning your child’s learning journey.
